1. Scottish Water – Fairmilehead Office Decision Update – Following on from several chase-up emails, I received the following response from Scottish Water
Unfortunately, I do not have the latest update other than I know internally that our staff are being advised that the office move from Fairmilehead is scheduled to go ahead next Spring/Summer.

2. Planters/Dangerous Parking and Driving - Parking at school drop off and pick at Buckstone Primary School – Below is the latest response that I have received from Mark Symonds following numerous chase-up emails regarding the positioning of the planters at Buckstone Primary.  I also believe that a meeting is to be held with the school on Friday 7 November, and that a local resident will attend that meeting.
The usual place for a half width planter would be on the left of the lane as you approach the restriction.
The intention would be to slow down any vehicle approaching the school even if they were exempt from the restrictions.
My intention was to swap the large planter for two smaller ones at Silverknowes Road South.
If the school would still like a small planter, then I could arrange for it to be taken there?

3. Unstable wall near Braid Hills Hotel bus stop on Comiston Road – Following a constituent enquiry, I recently made a request to the department to have the dangerous wall at the Braid Hills Hotel bus stop repaired.  

I received the update below from the Structures Walls Team, and I am also pleased to report that all fallen debris has been removed.

I can confirm that we have twice contacted the Braid Hills Hotel regarding this section of wall and have not received an undertaking that the necessary repair works will be completed.
 
I have contacted them again, and if a response is not received within two weeks, I will issue a Notice under the Roads (Scotland) Act. Failure to comply will enable us to undertake the works ourselves and claim the cost back from the Hotel.
